Suffolk Disability Sport Coach Bursary Scheme
 

Purpose
 

The aim of the Suffolk Disability Sport Coach Bursary Scheme is to support those in sport in the county who are already dedicated to coaching disabled people or would like to start coaching in this area.  The scheme recognises the level of commitment both in terms of time and finance that this area of work requires and provides support through subsidising the cost of National Governing Body coach education courses.
 

Key Criteria
1. The applicant must be a coach or intending to coach within Suffolk County boundaries. Some of the hours coached must be voluntary. 

2. The sport must be recognised by Sport England and the course must be an approved National Governing Body coaching course. 

3. The bursary will usually only be awarded when the course has been completed and copies of all certificates, and a receipt for the course fee, have been received. 

4. Coaches can apply for a maximum of 75% of the total cost or £300 whichever is the lowest figure. 
5. Grants cannot be given retrospectively and therefore we ask that applications are made a minimum of 4 weeks before the course is due to begin.
6. When assessing applications the Awards Panel will give priority to level 2 coaching awards, followed by level 1 and then other levels of coaching awards.
The Suffolk Disability Sport Coach Bursary Scheme is a partnership between Suffolk County Council, Suffolk Sport and Optua.
